• 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. -  Sunday, Mar. 13 
• 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. –  Monday, Mar. 14 

 
Important Dates to Remember: 
 

 Voters have until Mar. 12 to request a ballot by mail or until Mar. 14 to vote in-person at our vote center.   
 

 Absentee ballots returned in-person must arrive at the Board of Elections by 7:30 p.m. on Mar. 15.  
 

 Ballots returned by mail from within the United States must be postmarked by Mar. 14 and arrive at the 
Board of Elections by Mar. 25.If mailing in the final days, it is strongly recommended that the voter 
ask for a postmark. 

 

 Out-of-country military and civilian ballots need not be postmarked by a specific date, but must arrive at 
the Board of Elections by Mar. 25.
